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MONTHLY REPORT 

April 2010 
 

To: Algonquin Lake in the Hills Fire Protection District Board of Tr ustees 
 
A few highlights for the month of April include: 
 

·  The District arrived at an emergency incident within 6 minutes of dispatch 90.75% of the 
time. As discussed previously, we have established a goal of 90%. We have accomplished 
this goal four months in a row! 

 
·  During April, staffing was at 16 personnel 92%. 

 
·  Congratulations to the following personnel on attaining advanced certifications from the 

Illinois Office of the State Fire Marshal:

This month’s activities resulted in 371 calls for service; 235 incidents were for emergency medical 
service, 24 incidents were structure fire related and 112 were other types of incidents. 
 
The following were significant or interesting incidents: 
 

April 2 – Engine 142 and Chief Rynders responded to 12542 Muir Drive in Huntley for a 
MABAS Box Alarm structure fire.  Engine 142 was assigned to assist with fire suppression 
and Chief Rynders reported to the Command Post. 

 
April 2 – Companies responded to 1740 East Algonquin for a report of a kitchen fire in a 
restaurant.  Upon arrival, found that a grease fire had occurred but was extinguished by the 
dry chemical system prior to Fire Department arrival.  Restaurant was closed down until 
cleanup operations could be completed.  No fire damage and no injuries. 
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April 7 – Engine 142 responded Automatic Aid to 10271 N. Vine in Huntley for a reported 
structure fire.  Upon arrival, remained in staging and was eventually returned by Command. 
 
April 8 – Companies responded to the area of 601West Algonquin Road for a vehicle fire.  
Upon arrival found a fully involved automobile fire.  Personnel extinguished fire and 
overhauled vehicle.  Total damage estimated at $9,500.00. 
 
April 9 – Companies responded to 2287 Dawson Lane for a report of a structure fire.  Upon 
arrival, personnel found smoke coming from a townhouse with a female occupant yelling for 
help from a third floor window.  Firefighters assisted the occupant from the building using a 
ground ladder.  Firefighters also advanced a house line to the interior of the home and found 
a dryer fully involved on the upper level of the home.  Fire was extinguished and overhaul 
completed.  Damage estimated at $3,500.  Two occupants of the townhouse were evaluated 
by paramedics but did not require transportation to a hospital.   
 
April 9 – Engine 141, Assistant Chief Littlefield and Captain Knebl (Safety Officer) 
responded to 3619 Berry Court in Crystal Lake for a MABAS Box Alarm for a structure fire.  
Personnel assisted Crystal Lake in extinguishing a fully involved house fire. 
 
April 10 – Engine 141 responded to Barreville Road and Nish Road for a MABAS Box 
Alarm for a brush fire.  Personnel assisted with extinguishment. 
 
April 11 – Companies responded to 118 Polaris in Lake in the Hills for a structure fire.  
Upon arrival, personnel found two townhomes fully involved in fire.  Firefighters advanced 
hoselines into both units and kept the fire from spreading to other units.  A MABAS Box 
Alarm was requested and assistance was received from several neighboring departments.  
Two units were destroyed and four other units sustained differing degrees of damage. Two 
occupants of one townhome were evaluated for smoke inhalation but did not require 
hospitalization.  An exterior gas meter ruptured during the fire and resulted in a delay in final 
extinguishment of the fire until NICOR arrived to shut of the gas. 
 
April 17 – Engine 142 responded to 297 Tollview Court in Gilberts (Rutland Dundee Fire 
Protection District) for a MABAS Box Alarm for a structure fire.  Personnel assisted with 
fire extinguishment and overhaul.

Firefighter Bob Haughey participated in Career Day at Westfield Middle School.  He talked 
125 eighth grade students explaining what a day in the life of a firefighter is all about. 
 
Lt. Didier attended the Fire & Life Safety Educators Conference in Galena April 15 – 17.  As 
always, it was an excellent conference with a lot of educational information on programs to be 
utilized in the future and great networking.      
 
An “After the Fire Program” was hosted on April 29th for the residents and neighbors of 118 
and 120 Polaris Drive in Lake in the Hills.  A fire destroyed two townhomes on April 11, and 
this program is designed to explain the events of that evening discussing what happened from 
the time the call was placed to 9-1-1 to the fire investigation.  The program also provides fire 
safety information for attendees.  There were 17 residents in attendance.

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Special Teams Reports for April 2010 submitted by Lt. Ciaccio (Water), Lt. Didier 
(Hazardous Materials), FF Teson (Technical Rescue), Captain Joe Teson (Wildland) and 
Director Murphy (Investigations). 

 
Technical Rescue – The team attended Division II training in South Elgin, and Division 4/5 
training in Huntley.  The Division 2 training was a skills review.  The training in Division 2 
is being geared toward validation which is slated for October of this year.  As a Division 
Team we are required to validate with the state every three years.  The Division 4/5 training 
was a confined space scenario held at the Huntley training tower.  Next month we will be 
hosting a Trench drill for Division 4/5 and attending a skills review drill in Division 2.  Also 
Matt Berg and Dan Teson will be attending Confined Space Technician class at the Southern 
Kane Training Academy, as well as attending two drills with Illinois Terrorism Task Force 1.  
As the summer months are approaching we will be looking at the possibility of holding a 
joint drill with the Water Rescue Team.  Last budget year we were able to purchase water 
rescue support equipment for the four members of the TRT Team that are not Water Rescue 
cross-trained.  This equipment can be used to aid in both shore and water based rescues.  The 
members of the TRT Team make an ideal support crew for the Water Rescue Team due to 
the strong rope and rigging content of both Rescue Teams.  To date we have only had one 
joint drill, but that drill was very successful.  We are still re-doing the TRT box cards and 
hope to have this completed by the end of May. 
 
Hazardous Materials – Training consisted of a monitoring drill in Waukegan, with three 
technicians attending.  MABAS Division 2 cancelled their practical drill scheduled in 
Streamwood. Lt. Didier and FF’s Kimpel, Todd and Olsen all attended the Midwest Hazmat 
Conference in Northbrook. This is the premier educational conference in the Midwest region 
for Hazardous Materials with instructors from all over the country and disciplines 
participating. There were three hazardous material incidents in McHenry County last month 
including white powder incidents in Cary and Harvard and a rolling methamphetamine lab in 
a vehicle in Woodstock.  Only the Woodstock call required a team response, in which Lt. 
Didier and FF Todd responded; however, the call was stabilized prior to our arrival. There 
was no incident report from Division 2/Kane County for April.       
 
Water Rescue - On April 28th the water rescue team evaluated and attempted various rescue 
procedures at the Carpentersville low head dam.  This evaluation was a great opportunity for 
our team to assess and implement rescue techniques as well as give the Carpentersville Fire 
Department some recommendations on their low head dam procedures.  These 
recommendations will be discussed at the next MABAS Division 2 meeting to better prepare 
all departments responding to Carpentersville's low head dam. 
  
Work continues on developing a MABAS Division 2 Swift Water Rescue Team and 
updating the box cards to include our water rescue team on all water responses within 
MABAS Division 2.  Our water rescue team will be evaluating South Elgin's low head dam 
some time in the near future and work on developing a low head dam procedure. 
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Wildland Firefighting Team - A ll team members completed a Wildland Firefighting course 
conducted free of charge by the Illinois Fire Safety Institute (IFSI).  This class was hosted by 
the ALFPD.  After completion of this class all members received basic Wildland firefighting 
gear, also provided free of charge.  Because of our involvement with the Lake in the Hills 
Fen, the State of Illinois will be delivering an ATV and trailer set up for extinguishing 
Wildland fires with water tank, pump, and foam system.  This was a joint effort between the 
State of Illinois and our department to be better prepared to extinguish FEN fires.  This 
apparatus will be housed at Station 1, and also is provided free of charge to the District.  The 
Wildland team will be working with the Training bureau to train non team members.  We are 
also in the process of writing a policy that covers the Wildland team equipment and the 
incidents the team should be utilized for. 
 
Fire Investigations – Investigators Hough, Kempe and Murphy completed the fire 
investigation at 118 Polaris.  This fire involved a total of six homes. Investigator Kempe 
assisted the Kane County Arson Task Force (KCATF) in investigating a house fire in South 
Elgin. 
 
Director Murphy attended a McHenry County Fire Investigator’s meeting with the County 
States Attorney Office, regarding arson prosecution.  The States Attorney Office is 
attempting to establish a joint team concept for the entire McHenry County area. The thought 
process is to establish an investigation team comprised of police, fire and personnel from the 
States Attorney Office.  This team concept was previously attempted through the local fire 
departments but failed to move forward due to multiple issues. With the States Attorney 
Office taking the lead role in this endeavor, we are hoping this plan of action can finally 
move off of the drawing board and be placed into action.  Coordinated by the States Attorney 
Office, we will continue to have training and meetings in an attempt to bring every member 
working toward the ‘team concept’. 
 
Due to the tough economic times, many area fire departments do not have the trained staff, 
equipment, or funding to properly investigate structure fires in a professional and timely 
manner.  This is especially true of the smaller and paid-on-call departments.  Further, due to 
cut-backs the OSFM fire investigators are being limited on their call-outs in an attempt to 
reduce their overtime budget.
