February 2010 
 

Fire Chief Report for February:  
 
A few highlights for the month of February include: 

 
As discussed in more detail later in this report, the District arrived at an emergency incident 
within 6 minutes of dispatch (the time the call actually was “toned out”), 91.19% of the 
time. Realizing we cannot arrive at every emergency incident this fast, we have established a 
goal of 90%. We have accomplished this goal two months in a row! 
 
Since assigning four new part-time personnel to shift effective January 4th, we’re moving 
closer to achieving our staffing goal of 16 total personnel on-duty each day.  During January, 
staffing was at 16 personnel 86% of the time.  During February, staffing was at 16 personnel 
82% of the time with the remainder of the time staffing was at 15 personnel.  Again, with 
the addition of three more part-time shift personnel anticipated later in March, these 
percentages should increase significantly. 
 
Thanks to Part-Time Firefighter/EMT Dave Glodowski for his 21+ years of service to the 
Algonquin-Lake in the Hills Fire Protection District.  Dave “retired” from the department 
effective February 28th.  He was recognized with a reception and presentations at the 
February 24th Board Meeting.

This month’s activities resulted in 297 calls for service; 214 incidents were for emergency medical 
service, 3 incidents were structure fire related and 80 were other types of incidents. 
 
The following were significant or interesting incidents: 
 

February 5 - Truck 181 responded to 1160 Alexander in Cary for a reported structure fire.  
Personnel remained in staging and were eventually returned. 

 
February 12 – ALFPD and Automatic Aid companies responded to a report of a structure fire 
at 624 Chatham Circle.  Upon arrival, personnel encountered a vehicle fire in the driveway 
of the home.  The fire was extinguished prior to spreading to the residence.  Total damage to 
vehicle and contents was estimated at $15,000.  Assistance was received from Crystal Lake 
(engine) and Huntley (truck). 
 
February 21 – Engine 141 responded mutual aid to Fox River Grove for a structure fire.  
They were assigned to station coverage at the Fox River Grove fire station. 
 
February 28 – ALFPD and Automatic Aid companies responded to a report of a structure fire 
at 11 East Oak Street in Lake in the Hills.  Upon arrival personnel determined the exterior of 
the home was on fire.  The fire was quickly extinguished and a thorough search revealed no 
extension to the interior of the home.  Fire was caused by a discarded cigarette.  Total 
damage was estimated to be $10,000.  Assistance was received from Carpentersville (truck), 
Huntley (engine) and Crystal Lake (engine). 

 
During the month, FF Bill Todd conducted a tour and safety talk for the Indian Princess 
Bearfoot Tribe at Station #1.  We received a complimentary email from the leaders of the 
group.  Below is a copy of the email.

In February there were a total of 56 am/pm shifts. 46 shifts manned at 16 and 10 manned at 
15. With three new part-time employees scheduled to start in March we should be operating 
at optimum manpower.   
 

·  Personnel traveled to Holden, Louisiana for a preconstruction meeting with 
Ferrara. 

·  Took delivery of our new ambulance. Goal to have all training complete and in 
service by the end of the month. 

·  Conducted a three day class for all of our acting Lieutenants. 
·  Continue to work with County and Mary with VisionAir schedule to go live 

March 15th. 
·  Completed monthly senior staff meeting and all Officer Meetings. 
·  Continue to work with several employees that are interested in completing the 

Associates degree with McHenry County College. 
·  Working with program managers and team leaders on 2010-2011 budgets. 
·  Engine 143 corrosion was repaired by Marengo Auto Body and is now in 

service. 
·  Had our name removed from Truck 181 in preparation for the sale. 
·  All but two employees have been fit tested with SCBA and CBRN mask. 
·  Reviewed employee evaluations. 
·  Continue to work with Jacobs High School to schedule students for job 

shadowing.

 Software Integration Projects 

·  Conversion of payroll system to ADP. Go live date is tentatively planned for first pay 
period in April. 

·  Administrative Support staff and IT Manager moving forward with the integration of 
ADP and PDSI’s TeleStaff, our scheduling software, on the implementation and 
interfacing of these two important administrative functions.  Marjean was able to 
successfully transmit test data from TeleStaff to EZLabor Management (ADP) on 
Thursday, March 4, 2010. It appears the interface software (Time Bank) has been 
successfully configured. Michele Bauer has completed two additional training classes. 

·  Staff has been moving forward with the planned integration of TeleStaff and 
McHenry County’s VisionAire software that provides CAD and fire/EMS reporting 
along with fire department management programs (fire prevention, inspection, 
training, pre-planning, etc.) A/C Gaughan has had dialog with both TeleStaff and 
VisionAire and is preparing for transmitting test data.  

 
Administrative Support 

·  A/C Gaughan continued to monitor and manage the District’s Workers Compensation 
insurance plan and met with Laurel Warren and IPRF’s premium auditor in February. 

·  A/C Gaughan continues working on behalf of the ALFPD Fire Commission on 
Promotional testing scheduled to be conducted in May, 2010 for both Battalion Chief 
and Captain ranks. 

 
Communication and Information Technology (IT) 

·  The installation of an East–side Voter Comparator (radio antenna) will begin as the 
IGA with the Village of Algonquin on use of their water towers (Jacobs Tower and 
Countryside Standpipe) is nearing completion. Anticipate presenting the IGA to the 
Board for consideration at a future Board meeting. 

·  Moving forward with implementing a wireless network for Station 1 and upgrades to 
existing software projects on the District’s severs. 

·  Department PC network: The usual monthly Microsoft/Novell updates and PC/server 
maintenance work continues.  
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·  Plans include maintaining the current network of desktop PC's in anticipation for the 
beginning of a planned replacement in 2010.  Testing the newly introduced Microsoft 
Windows 7 operating system with the department programs to verify their 
compatibility.  

·  The department network servers' operating system has been upgraded in preparation 
for the planned initial PC replacement project in the new budget 2010/2011 year. 

·  Installing the new VisionFire program (which will replace the current HTE Fires 
program being used) on the department desktop PC's 

·  Established an Info Tech folder on the network X-drive which will include 'use' 
information of department PC's, radios and telephone systems. 

·  Developing IPRF Grant application for Multi-Site Video Conferencing Solution 
connecting all three fire stations to fulfill stated District goal of keeping 1st due 
companies in their respective 1st response districts. 

 
Employee Wellness and Development 

·  Two additional shift part-time personnel completed their pre-hire testing and pending 
certification by the State Fire Marshal as FF II, will participate in a two week 
orientation class scheduled for March, 15, 2010. 

·  One (1) additional shift part-time candidate has successfully completed several of the 
pre-hire requirements (psychological and polygraph) and is scheduled to complete 
(03/05/2010) the medical physical phase in time to join the orientation class in March. 

·  These candidates will achieve the part-time staffing plan approved by the Board in 
2009.

Public Education Report for February 2010 submitted by Lt. Didier.  

 
During February, we continued to work with the Cub Scouts and YMCA Indian Princesses to 
assist the children with earning their patches and Indian Feathers through learning about fire 
safety and basic first aid.  Battalion Chief Greene presented a safety and career program to the 
sixth grade health classes at Algonquin Middle School.  Lt. Didier was invited to the 
Foundations Montessori School to work with their students.  Although it was challenging to 
teach grades 1 – 6 all at one time, it went really well and the students embraced the opportunity 
to learn fire safety, first aid and become familiarized with a career as a firefighter and 
paramedic.  Lt. Didier will be working with their administration to expand our future presence 
in their school throughout the school year. 
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Lastly, February was a big month for CPR.  Firefighter Bill Todd not only taught our scheduled 
first and third Saturday of the month Heartsaver and Healthcare Provider classes, he also 
recertified the entire fire department.  He taught five full days of classes, working with Capt 
Knebl and all three Battalion Chiefs to ensure that all employees had received the required 
training. It was a huge undertaking, and he was extremely organized and professional in 
delivering that training.  Great Job Bill! 

 
Special Teams Reports for February 2010 submitted by Lt. Ciaccio (Water), Lt. Didier 
(Hazardous Materials), FF Teson (Technical Rescue) and Director Murphy (Investigations).  

  
Technical Rescue - The Technical Rescue Team attended drills in MABAS Divisions 4/5 
and 2.  Matt Berg attended a drill for Illinois Task Force.  As a Team we trained for a total of 
30 hours.  While at the Division 2 drill, John-Paul Kilanski instructed the review and 
maintenance of our ring saw and hydraulic chain saw.  Our Team also instructed the 
department training on ropes and knots.  During March we will be hosting the Division 2 
drill and attending the Division 4/5 drill.  Matt Berg and Dan Teson will be attending the 
Illinois Task Force drill.  Currently we are reviewing and re-writing the Technical Rescue 
Box Cards.  Our current cards do not represent the advancements in equipment and training 
of the towns and MABAS Divisions surrounding our District.  
 
Hazardous Materials – Our department was notified that Division 2 is paying for all team 
Coordinators registration to Midwest Hazmat Conference.  With my registration now 
covered, this will allow an extra team member to attend the highly educational conference. 
The Team will participate in the Woodstock Fire Rescue Department MABAS drill.   
 
Water Rescue – Lt. Ciaccio attended the MABAS Division 2 water rescue meeting. One of 
the main topics discussed was operating on or near low head dams.  Our department has 10 
members trained to the Swift Water 2 level and is the only department in the division to have 
a recognized swift water team.  Our swift water team has been asked to evaluate 
Carpentersville, South Elgin, and Elgin's dam and give operational guidance to their 
departments.  MABAS Division 2 is also moving forward on the implementation of a swift 
water box card that would have our team leading the response. MABAS Division 2 water 
rescue team is in the process of adopting our team requirements and policy for the division 
swift water rescue team.  This is still in the early stages; however it is the hopes of the 
MABAS Division 2 water rescue team to have a recognized swift water team and box card. 
 
Fire Investigations - All Task Force members had to enroll through Elgin Community 
College for the online training.  This requires us to log onto ECC’s site to access the monthly 
training and testing.  This online training requires investigators to have computer access for 
1.5-3.0 hours for the video and quizzes. Attending these meetings and completing the online 
training should satisfy a majority of the State requirements for re-certification.  The required 
live fire investigations should be available to here at ALFPD and Kane County Fire 
Investigation Task Force Call-outs.
