·  The District arrived at an emergency incident within 6 minutes of dispatch 88.09% of the 
time. 

 
·  During June, staffing was at 16 or more personnel 87% of the time.  

 
·  Congratulations to part-time FF/PM Josh Roberts who was hired as a full-time firefighter 

with the Libertyville Fire Department.  Josh was a member of ALFPD since March 2008 
and was assigned to one of our part-time shift positions.  Good luck Josh!  

 
·  Congratulations to the following personnel on attaining advanced certifications from the 

Illinois Office of the State Fire Marshal:

This month’s activities resulted in 356 calls for service; 241 incidents were for emergency medical 
service, 10 incidents were actual fire incidents and 105 were other types of incidents. 
 
The following were significant or interesting incidents: 
 

June 7 – Companies responded to 775 S. Randall Road for an activated fire alarm.  Upon 
arrival personnel found a vacant restaurant filled with smoke.  Investigation found a bag of 
towels smoldering.  Fire was quickly extinguished with a water extinguisher.   
 
June 19 – Engine 141 responded to 6 Pin Oak Ct. in Cary for a possible structure fire.  Upon 
arrival, crew remained in staging until returned by Command. 
 
June 25 – Engine 141 and Chief Rynders responded to 717 Strom Drive in West Dundee for 
a MABAS Box Alarm for an apartment building fire.  Upon arrival, engine personnel 
assisted with fire attack and primary search. Chief Rynders assisted as Operations. Alarm 
escalated to a 2nd alarm fire.  Director Murphy also assisted with the cause and origin 
investigation. 
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June 26 – Companies responded to a report of a wood fence on fire at 318 Harvest Gate in 
Lake in the Hills.  Upon arrival, personnel found that a garden shed in the rear yard had 
burned and also caught a wood fence on fire.  Personnel extinguished the fire.  Total damage 
estimated to be $3,500.  Cause undetermined but may be associated with a lightening strike 
in the immediate area. 
 
June 26 – Companies were dispatched to a report of a vehicle fire on Bunker Hill Court.  The 
incident was in Huntley’s jurisdiction, but Engine 142 continued to the scene.  Upon arrival, 
personnel encountered a fully involved vehicle fire.  Fire attack was initiated by Engine 142 
and scene turned over to Huntley FPD upon their arrival. 
 
June 27 – Ambulance 152 responded to 8430 Watson Court in Lakewood on a MABAS Box 
Alarm for a structure fire.  Upon arrival, crew assisted the Rapid Intervention Team.

Public Education Report for the month of June 2010: 
 

June kicked off with our annual Citizen Fire Academy.  Trustee Corless and Chief Rynders 
assisted Lt Didier in welcoming our 2010 class the first night.  There are eleven people 
enrolled, and they will be meeting every Thursday evening for ten weeks at Station #1.  Topics 
include fire suppression, truck operations, auto extrication, EMS, CPR, fire prevention and 
overviews of our special teams.  We have a great mix of citizens ranging in age from 22 to 63 
years of age.  We also had a great turn out of instructors and have received positive feedback 
regarding their professionalism and enthusiasm from the class participants.   
 
Michele Bauer and Lt. Didier attended Visitors’ Day at Camp ‘I am Me’ (a.k.a. Burn Camp) on 
June 16th.  Every year, the Illinois Fire Safety Alliance hosts a weeklong camp for kids who 
have suffered burns.  MABAS Division 2 Public Education Committee always participates on 
Visitors’ Day.  It starts with members of the Division 2 departments meeting at our Station #1 
with an apparatus to convoy up to Camp Duncan.  Once there, we line up our apparatus for a 
parade throughout the grounds where the campers are given the opportunity to ride on a fire 
engine/truck with the lights and sirens blaring.  Afterwards, we enjoy a cookout with the kids, 
and they make a special presentation to all of the visitors usually by singing a camp song.  The 
best part comes in the afternoon when we (the fire departments) host a fun fair for the kids.  
There are a ton of games, inflatable moonwalks, obstacle courses and wet slides, petting zoo 
and pony rides, DJ and karaoke, and lots of treats to go around.  It is so much fun to give these 
kids a day to just be kids after all of the pain and suffering they have dealt with.   
 
Lastly, we had three fire safety and first aid talks for the Lake in the Hills Police Department’s 
summer Safety Camp held at their Safety Education Center. We also conducted two fire drills 
for Kindercare and Tutor Time, a fire truck ride to Lincoln Prairie Elementary School, and two 
Touch-a-Truck events at Old Navy and Fitness 19.

Special Teams Reports for June 2010 submitted by Lt. Ciaccio (Water), Lt. Didier 
(Hazardous Materials), FF D. Teson (Technical Rescue), Captain J. Teson (Wildland 
Team), and Director Murphy (Investigations). 
 
Technical Rescue – During June the Technical Rescue Team attended drills with the 
Division 2 and the Division 4/5 teams.  The Division 2 drill was hosted by the 
Carpentersville Fire Department, and was a rope skills drill.  Truck operations, patient 
packaging and mechanical advantages were covered.  The Division 4/5 drill was hosted by 
the McHenry Fire Protection District, and was combined drill between Swift Water and 
Technical Rescue Teams.  The drill was a review of high lines and boat rigging. 
 
Hazardous Materials – June was a quiet month for hazmat training and calls.  There was 
one call from the end of May though that although it did not require a hazmat team response, 
one of the team’s technicians helped to effectively mitigate the incident.  On Memorial Day, 
Gold shift responded to an initial call for a wash down of some oil that had leaked from a 
seal coating truck behind Costco.  Upon arrival, Engine 142 was informed by the foreman of 
the blacktop business that someone had opened a valve on one of their trucks causing several 
hundred gallons to leak on to the ground and in to the storm sewer.  LITH Public Works was 
immediately called to the scene to determine if the storm sewer went anywhere and to what 
extent.  FF Jon Escamilla, the Acting Lieutenant on the engine as well as a hazmat tech, 
along with LITH Public Works, determined that the storm sewers were contained to the 
property and that the seal coat leak had not gone any further.  The scene was then transferred 
to Public Works to coordinate the clean up with the blacktop business. 
 
Water Rescue - On June 6th the water rescue team evaluated and implemented various 
rescue techniques at the South Elgin low head dam.  Both Chiefs present at the drill were 
very impressed with our capabilities involving the low head dam.  It is my hopes that this 
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training will expedite the importance of moving forward with a swift water team and box 
card for MABAS Div 2.   
 
During July the team will be drilling on setting up highlines using Boat 192, throw bag 
operations and discussing new rescue techniques at our low head dam. 
 
Wildland Firefighting Team - The team has nothing new to report at this time.  We have 
training scheduled for July 8, 2010 at the public works facility on Meyer Drive.  During this 
training we will be working with the Village of Algonquin’s equipment. 
 
We will also see how we can incorporate our brush truck with their equipment. We also will 
be reviewing our PPE needs and a tool list of items we should have. 
 
Fire Investigations – No fires were investigated this month in the District however Director 
Murphy responded to a KCFITF call-out for the apartment fire in West Dundee on 6/25. 
 
Captain Hough is now on the Kane County Fire Investigation Task Force.  He is now 
registered for the ECC online training and should be able to conduct the monthly sessions. 
 
All members completed this month’s online training through Elgin Community College.
