March 2010 
 

Fire Chief Report for March:  
 
A few highlights for the month of March include: 

 
The District arrived at an emergency incident within 6 minutes of dispatch 91.66% of the 
time. As discussed previously, we have established a goal of 90%. We have accomplished 
this goal three months in a row! 
 
During March, staffing was at 16 personnel 65% of the time compared to 82% in February 
and 86% in January.  Our three new part-time shift employees were assigned to shift on 
April 4th, so these percentages should improve significantly. 
 
Paramedic Ralph Peterson left the department during the month of March after 26+ years of 
service to the Fire District.

This month’s activities resulted in 324 calls for service; 207 incidents were for emergency medical 
service, 7 incidents were structure fire related and 110 were other types of incidents. 
 
The following were significant or interesting incidents: 
 

March 8 – Engine 141 responded to 980 West Main Street in Cary for a reported structure 
fire.  Personnel completed horizontal ventilation on the second floor of a single family home. 
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March 16 – Companies responded to the area of Chapel Road east of Haegers Bend Road for 
a vehicle submerged in water.  Upon arrival, found an automobile off the road submerged in 
water and the occupant sitting on the roof.  Personnel donned a cold water rescue suit and 
assisted the driver to safety. 
 
March 20 – Engine 142 responded automatic aid to 11300 Hillsboro in Huntley for a 
possible structure fire.  Upon arrival, the crew staged and eventually was returned to 
quarters. 
 
March 22 – Companies responded to 2595 Bunker Hill (Holiday Inn Express) for a report of 
a fire that had already been extinguished.  Upon arrival, crews found that a fire had occurred 
in a guest room that caused damage to the mattress and some furnishings.  The fire had been 
deliberately set.  Total damage was estimated to be $1,100.  Captain Hough and FF R.Kempe 
(fire investigators) assisted the Algonquin Police Department with the investigation. 
 
March 22 – Engine 141 responded automatic aid to 200 Northwest Highway in Cary for a 
possible structure fire.  Upon arrival, the crew staged and eventually was returned to 
quarters. 
 
March 26 – Companies responded to 128 Eastgate Court for an activated fire alarm with a 
possible fire.  Upon arrival, it was determined an oven fire had occurred but was 
extinguished by staff using a fire extinguisher.  Minimal damage occurred. 
 
March 27 – Companies responded to 969 Viewpoint Drive in Lake in the Hills for a possible 
kitchen fire.  Upon arrival, it was determined an oven fire had occurred but was extinguished 
by occupants using a fire extinguisher.  Damage was estimated at $300. 
 
March 30 – Engine 142 responded automatic aid to 18808 Corral Street in Huntley for a 
possible structure fire.  While enroute to the scene, Engine 142 was diverted to Huntley 
Station #1 where they provided coverage during the incident. 
 
March 31 – Companies responded to the area of Grace Street and Willow Street in Lake in 
the Hills for a report of a large brush fire.  Upon arrival, companies encountered a brush fire 
that had spread north along the rear lot lines of several homes.  The fire was extinguished 
using two engine mounted nozzles (deck guns) and several handheld hose lines.  A MABAS 
Box Alarm was requested with assistance provided by several area departments including 
Huntley, Fox River Grove, Cary, Elgin and Marengo.  Nine homes suffered damage that 
included destroyed fences, backyard swing sets and furniture, and melting of vinyl siding 
and damage to windows.  Initial damage estimates total $85,000 but is expected to increase.  
Lake in the Hills Police Department detained a group of teenagers that admitted to being 
involved in the fire.  There were no injuries.

Listed below are the current projects and tasks in which the Emergency Medical, MABAS & 
Dispatch, Safety, Self Contained Breathing Apparatus, Small Tools & Equipment, Special 
Teams, Training and Apparatus program managers and staff liaisons are engaged. 
 
During March we arrived on the scene within six minutes 91.66% of the time. 
 
In March there were a total of 62 am/pm shifts.  40 shifts were staffed with at least 16 
personnel, 18 were staffed with 15 personnel, and 4 were staffed with 14 personnel.  Again, 
with the addition of the three new shift employees these numbers should improve.  
 
Our three new part-time employees (Eric Saxton, Edward Thompson, and Eric Reckling) 
have completed their orientation and will start working shift in April.    
 

·  New ambulance placed in service March 29th. 
·  Meetings continue with Ferrara Fire Apparatus to complete details on new apparatus. 
·  Worked to complete a list of comparables to use during contract negotiations. 
·  Attended Fire Officer III classes. 
·  Attended a grant writing class.  
·  Continued work on new payroll system and applicable training issues. 
·  Worked with McHenry County ETSB, all our “super users”, and Mary Christiansen to 

go live with VisionAir FIRES on April 1st.  The original go live date was March 15th. 
We postponed the go live date due to computer issues. 

·  Working with program managers and team leaders on 2010-2011 Budget. 
·  Worked with Captain Knebl to conduct live fire training for all personnel that missed 

the department live burn and work with our new employees. 
·  Assisted Facilities Program Manager to identify what our neighbors called a loud 

noise from Station #1.  Facilities worked with Hastings to add a muffler to the 
Plymovent exhaust system. 

·  Truck 181 was picked up by purchaser. 
·  Continue to review employee evaluations. 
·  Continue to work with Jacobs High School to schedule students for job shadowing.

 Administrative Support and IT 

·  Conversion of payroll system to ADP. Go live date is tentatively planned for the April 
25th pay period. 

·  Staff has been moving forward with the planned integration of TeleStaff and the 
McHenry County’s Vision Air software that provides CAD and fire/EMS reporting 
along with fire department management programs (fire prevention, inspection, 
training, pre-planning, etc.)  Director Murphy, AC Gaughan and Mary Christiansen 
have all attended training classes on the various modules of the program.  

·  ImageTrend EMS program: Quick access to this EMS program via a desktop icon is 
now on department PC's.  Users may also bookmark the website as a site favorite. 

·  A couple of department PC's were hit by a virus, but the virus was contained to those 
respective PC's by the protective program doing its job. 

·  GWAVIX program was replaced with a more comprehensive anti-spam/virus utility 
program called GWAVA.  

·  VisionCAD rig status screen monitors now are active in the Station 1 B/C office and 
Day Room.  Thanks to the County, this rig status screen (WatchDog-FireDog) now is 
available via the County's website (www.mcetsb.org), so users may monitor rig 
activity on any chosen department PC. 

 
Administrative Support 

·  AC Gaughan continues working on behalf of the ALFPD Fire Commission on 
Promotional testing scheduled to be conducted in May 2010 for both Battalion Chief 
and Captain Ranks. 

·  AC Gaughan met with several health insurance brokers as due diligence and obtaining 
information on industry trends. 

 
Communication and Information Technology (IT) 

·  The installation of an East–side Voter Comparator (radio antenna) will begin soon as 
the IGA with the Village of Algonquin on use of their water towers (Jacobs Tower 
and Countryside Standpipe) will presented to the Board for approval on 4/28/2010.  
Village of Algonquin’s Board of Trustee will be presented the IGA at their next 
Committee of the Whole meeting, with approval anticipated at their May meeting.

·  Lt. Hoover attended a lecture at Good Shepherd Hospital on Jump Start Triage 
dealing with pediatric patients.  

 
Public Education Report for March 2010 submitted by Lt. Didier.  
 

During March, Lt. Didier taught a fire safety and first aid class to the Au Pairs Organization for 
McHenry County.  The class included 28 young women ranging in age from 18 to 26 from all 
over the world that have come to our area to work as live-in child care.  Every year this 
organization contacts our fire department for their required training and then finishes off with a 
station tour where they can meet some of our members and have their pictures taken to send 
back home. 
 
We also taught the third of four scheduled fire safety and extinguisher training classes to the 
Lake in the Hills Citizens Emergency Response Team candidates.  Battalion Chief Greene 
reviewed everything from the fire tetrahedron to how to safely handle a fire extinguisher on a 
live fire.  And lastly, we conducted station tours for three Daisy Scouts, Girl Scouts and Cub 
Scouts Troops from the area.       
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Special Teams Reports for March 2010 submitted by Lt. Ciaccio (Water), Lt. Didier 
(Hazardous Materials), FF Teson (Technical Rescue) and Director Murphy 
(Investigations). 

 
Technical Rescue – March was a busy month for the Technical Rescue Team.  The MABAS 
Division 4/5 drill was a slope evacuation in Vernon Hills. Five members attended. ALFPD 
hosted the MABAS Division 2 drill at the Wilbrandt Street waste water facility. The scenario 
was two workers trapped in a confined space. The division team did a great job of sizing up 
the scene and making a sound risk benefit analysis.  Total time to remove both victims was 
one hour and 16 minutes.  Five ALFPD members and fifteen Division 2 members attended.  
 
Hazardous Materials – March was also a busy one for the Haz Mat team.  Technicians 
attended both MABAS Divisions’ monthly continuing education drills and participated in the 
Division-wide drill (DWD) for the Lake and McHenry County Team.  These DWD’s are 
response-type drills that test the technicians in not only technical skills but also the entire 
team’s ability to effectively mitigate an incident from the time they are deployed to the point 
where the emergency is stabilized.  Woodstock Fire Department hosted the drill with the 
scenario being a methamphetamine lab in a residence.  Several of our team members made 
the second entry team in Level A suits to shut down the anhydrous ammonia leak.  
Woodstock Fire Department upgraded the hazmat drill to a MABAS Response Drill, 
involving multiple agencies including the hospitals and law enforcement, so it allowed the 
Lake and McHenry Team to also practice how well we work with other agencies.   
 
Water Rescue - The water rescue team is moving forward with evaluating low head dams 
within MABAS Division 2.  On April 28th the team will be evaluating the Carpentersville 
low head dam.  The drill will evaluate the dam and deploy our water rescue team to see what 
rescue options we could complete.  Also, team members completed their yearly ropes and 
rigging evaluations.  Each team member did an excellent job!  
  
We’re still working with MABAS Division 2 on creating a swift water box card, hoping to 
have in place by the end of the year.  We’ve also been in contact with MABAS Division 4/5 
asking them to consider creating a swift water box card.  Discussion of a swift water box 
card will take place at the April Coordinators Meeting.  If approved, our team may respond 
to all swift water and flooding incidents in McHenry and Lake County, and MABAS 
Division 2.    
 
Fire Investigations – The monthly Kane County Arson Task Force (KCATF) was attended 
by FF R.Kempe and Director Murphy.  Captain Hough has applied for acceptance on the 
Task Force.  All Investigators are now current with all the on-line training through Elgin 
Community College which is a requirement to be on the team. 
 
The quarterly meeting for the McHenry County Arson Task Force was held on March 30, 
2010.  Director Murphy attended the monthly Strike Force training.
