Hazardous Materials —May was a quiet month for the team. Most of the team members
attended a continuing education drill with the lllinois EPA ae&mmwood Fire Department
during which we learned about their area of responsibilities, incidapabilities, and
mitigation resources available during an incident. It was a vegrndtive session and
some excellent discussion ensued from the training. There weram@teMABAS hazmat
responses in either Division this past month.

Water Rescue -The water rescue team is moving forward with the evaluations GASA
Division 2's low head dams. As stated previously, we have evaluatpér@arsville’s low
head dam and developed tactics and strategies for the Carpdetdisei Department to
implement in the event of a low head dam rescue. Our next evalwali take place at
South Elgin’s low head dam on Jurfe 8We look forward to assisting the South Elgin Fire
Department in developing various tactics for them to implement irevieat of a water
rescue in the dam.

Both the Carpentersville and the South Elgin dam evaluation will benfsus power point
presentation and reviewed at the Jun® RBABAS Division 2 water rescue coordinators
meeting. We are still in the process of putting together a MABA&Ion 2 swift water
team and box card.

Wildland Firefighting Team - The Wild Land Firefighting Team is awaiting the arrival of
our ATV that is being supplied by the State of lllinois. It basn approved by the lllinois
Department of Natural Resources, but has not as of yet been apgrgvéentral
Management Service.
